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INSTRUCTIONS TO BIDDERS (ITB)

A. General
1. Scope of Bid

1.1. The Procuring Entity named in the BDS invite bids for supply and delivery of the
Goods as described in Section VI. Bidding Forms (Technical Bid Form and Terms
of Reference).

1.2. The name, identification, and number of items specific to this bidding are provided
in the BDS. The contracting strategy and basis of evaluation of lots is described in
ITB Clause 28.

2. Source of Funds

The Procuring Entity has a budget or has applied for or received funds from the Funding
Source named in the BDS, and in the amount indicated in the BDS. It intends to apply
part of the funds received for the Project, as defined in the BDS, to cover eligible
payments under the contract.

3. Corrupt, Fraudulent, Collusive, and Coercive Practices

3.1. Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Procuring Entity as well as the bidders
and suppliers shall observe the highest standard of ethics during the procurement
and execution of the contract. In pursuance of this policy, the Procuring Entity:

3.3. Furthermore, the Funding Source and the Procuring Entity reserve the right to
inspect and audit records and accounts of a bidder or supplier in the bidding for
and performance of a contract themselves or through independent auditors as
reflected in the GCC Clause 3

4. Conflict of Interest

4.1. All Bidders found to have conflicting interests with each other shall be disqualified
to participate in the procurement at hand, without prejudice to the imposition of
appropriate administrative, civil, and criminal sanctions. A Bidder may be
considered to have conflicting interests with another Bidder in any of the events
described in paragraphs (a) through (c) below and a general conflict of interest in
any of the circumstances set out in paragraphs (d) through (g) below:

(@) A Bidder has controlling shareholders in common with another Bidder;

(b) A Bidder receives or has received any direct or indirect subsidy from any
other Bidder;

(c) A Bidder has the same legal representative as that of another Bidder for
purposes of this bid;

(d) A Bidder has a relationship, directly or through third parties, that puts them in
a position to have access to information about or influence on the bid of
another Bidder or influence the decisions of the Procuring Entity regarding
this bidding process. This will include a firm or an organization who lends, or
temporarily seconds, its personnel to firms or organizations which are
engaged in consulting services for the preparation related to procurement for
or implementation of the project if the personnel would be involved in any
capacity on the same project;

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(e) A Bidder submits more than one bid in this bidding process. However, this
does not limit the participation of subcontractors in more than one bid;

(H A Bidder who participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or
technical specifications of the Goods and related services that are the subject
of the bid.

(g0 A Bidder who lends, or temporarily seconds, its personnel to firms or
organizations which are engaged in consulting services for the preparation
related to procurement for or implementation of the project, if the personnel
would be involved in any capacity on the same project;

4.2. In accordance with Section 47.1 of the 2016 RIRR of RA 9184, all Bidding
Documents shall be accompanied by a sworn affidavit of the Bidder that it is not
related to the Head of the Procuring Entity (HOPE), members of the Bids and
Awards Committee (BAC), members of the Technical Working Group (TWG),
members of the BAC Secretariat, the head of the Project Management Office
(PMO) or the end-user unit or implementing unit, and the project consultants, by
consanguinity or affinity up to the third civil degree. On the part of the Bidder, this
Clause shall apply to the following persons:

(a) If the Bidder is an individual or a sole proprietorship, to the Bidder himself;

(b) If the Bidder is a partnership, to all its officers and members;

(c) If the Bidder is a corporation, to all its officers, directors, and controlling
stockholders;

(d) If the Bidder is a cooperative, to all its officers, directors, and controlling
shareholders or members; and

(e) If the Bidder is a joint venture (JV), the provisions of items (a), (b), (c) or (d) of
this Clause shall correspondingly apply to each of the members of the said
JV, as may be appropriate.

Relationship of the nature described above or failure to comply with this Clause will
result in the automatic disqualification of a Bidder in consonance with Section 30 of
the 2016 RIRR of RA 9184. There will be automatic disqualification of the bidder
from participating in the procurement of the Procuring Entity notwithstanding the act
of such persons inhibiting themselves from the procurement process.

5. Eligible Bidders

5.1 Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, the following persons shall be eligible to
participate in this bidding:

(@) Duly licensed Filipino citizens/sole proprietorships;

(b) Partnerships duly organized under the laws of the Philippines and of which at
least sixty percent (60%) of the interest belongs to citizens of the Philippines;

(e) Persons/entities forming themselves into a Joint Venture (JV), i.e., a group of
two (2) or more persons/entities that intend to be jointly and severally
responsible or liable for a particular contract: Provided, however, that Filipino
ownership or interest of the joint venture concerned shall be at least sixty
percent (60%). For this purpose, Filipino ownership or interest shall be based
on the contribution of each of the members of the joint venture as specified in
their JVA.

Foreign bidders may be eligible to participate when any of the following
circumstances exist, as specified in the BDS:

6.3 The Bidder is expected to examine all instructions, forms, terms and specifications
in the Bidding Documents.

6.4. It shall be the sole responsibility of the Bidder to determine and to satisfy itself by
such means as it considers necessary or desirable as to all matters pertaining to
the contract to be bid, including: (a) the location and the nature of this Project; (b)
climatic conditions; (c) transportation facilities; and (d) other factors that may affect
the cost, duration, and execution or implementation of this Project.

6.5. The Procuring Entity shall not assume any responsibility regarding erroneous
interpretations or conclusions by the prospective or eligible bidder out of the data
furnished by the procuring entity. However, the Procuring Entity shall ensure that all
information in the Bidding Documents, including bid/supplemental bid bulletin/s
issued, are correct and consistent.

6.6. Before submitting their bids, the Bidder is deemed to have become familiar with all
existing laws, decrees, ordinances, acts and regulations of the Philippines which
may affect this Project in any way.

6.7. The Bidder shall bear all costs associated with the preparation and submission of
his bid, and the Procuring Entity will in no case be responsible or liable for those
costs, regardless of the conduct or outcome of the bidding process.

6.8. The Bidder should note that the Procuring Entity will accept bids only from those
that have paid the applicable fee for the Bidding Documents at the office indicated
in the Invitation to Bid.

7. Origin of Goods

Unless otherwise indicated in the BDS, there is no restriction on the origin of goods other
than those prohibited by a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under
Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, subject to ITB Clause 27.1.

8. Subcontracts

8.1. Unless otherwise specified in the BDS, the Bidder may subcontract portions of the
Goods to an extent as may be approved by the Procuring Entity and stated in the
BDS. However, subcontracting any portion shall not relieve the Bidder from any
liability or obligation that may arise from the contract for this Project.

8.2. Subcontractors must submit the documentary requirements under ITB Clause 12
and comply with the eligibility criteria specified in the BDS. In the event that any
subcontractor is found by the Procuring Entity to be ineligible, the subcontracting of
such portion of the Goods shall be disallowed.

8.3. The Bidder may identify the subcontractor to whom a portion of the Goods will be
subcontracted at any stage of the bidding process or during contract
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implementation.  If the Bidder opts to disclose the name of the subcontractor
during bid submission, the Bidder shall include the required documents as part of
the technical component of its bid.

C. Preparation of Bids
Language of Bid

The eligibility requirements or statements, the bids, and all other documents to be
submitted to the BAC must be in English. If the eligibility requirements or statements, the
bids, and all other documents submitted to the BAC are in foreign language other than
English, it must be accompanied by a translation of the documents in English. The
documents shall be translated by the relevant foreign government agency, the foreign
government agency authorized to translate documents, or a registered translator in the
foreign bidder's country; and shall be authenticated by the appropriate Philippine foreign
service establishment/post or the equivalent office having jurisdiction over the foreign
bidder's affairs in the Philippines.

However, for Contracting Parties to the Apostille Convention, the documents shall be
authenticated through an apostille by the Competent Authority, except for countries?
identified by the Department of Foreign Affairs (DFA) that will still require legalization

A Competent Authority refers to the authority designated by a Contracting Party that is
competent to issue an apostille. A Contracting Party may designate one or more
Competent Authorities and may designate Competent Authorities that are competent to
issue an apostille for certain categories of public documents.

c) The sample size shall be determined using MIL STD 105E. From the determined sample size,
two firearms shall be picked at random to undergo the test and evaluation. The remainder of
the firearms from the determined sample size shall undergo functional test only.

d) Malfunctions/stoppages attributable to mechanical malifunctions, ammunition defects, and
magazine defects shall be counted as a minor defect which shall be imposed for every incident
of malfunction stoppage.

e) During malfunctions/stoppages, counter-checking of the firearms and ammunition shall be
performed by the TWG to determine the cause. If there are damages on any part, the test
shall continue provided that the firearms still fire. However, if the damaged part/s disables the
firearm from firing, the testing shall be stopped due to its critical defects. Damaged parts are
not allowed for repair and any part damaged during the duration of the test and evaluation
shall be re-placed without repair.

f) Firing Devices, Machine Rests, and other mechanical or electronics devices used for
controlled firing are allowed to be used.

g) Magazines found to be to be defective may be replaced.

h) Only one kind/source/brand of ammunition particularly Cartridge Cal 9x19mm Ball, FMJ shall
be used in the duration of the testing procedure. In addition, the ammunition to be used should
be NATO standard or Military specifications standard.

i) All malfunctions/defects accumulated by the two samples shall be recorded.
Malfunctions/defects shall be classified as Minor, Major or Critical:

1) Ten (10%) percent of the total minor defects is equivalent to one major defects.

2) Two (2) major defects is equivalent to one (1) critical defect; and

3) One (1) critical defect is equivalent to failure of the samples which also means failure of
the total lot.

j)  Only one (1) weapon shall be subjected to a total of 5,000 rounds Endurance Firing Test. The
weapon shall be chosen through toss coin.

k) Finishing all the test parameters of firing all the allocated number of ammunition does not
guarantee that the firearms under testing automatically pass the test and evaluation.
Accumulated defects of the firearms shall be accounted and should not exceed the provisions
under the general guidelines. Likewise, the result of the magnetic particle test is a deciding
factor in the result of the test and evaluation.
